a) Information You Provide

collect: 

• Name

• Basic personal details required to deliver services  
• Program-related information, including immigration-related information where required 

to provide services 
 

b) Automatically Collected Information 
When you visit our website, we may automatically collect: 

• IP address  
• Browser type and device information  
• Pages visited and time spent on the site

2. How We Use Your Information 
We use the information collected to:

We do not use personal information collected through intake forms for marketing purposes 
without your consent.

• Information submitted through our website forms is transmitted to appropriate NCP 
staff for follow-up and service delivery  

• We do not sell or rent personal information  
• We may share information:  

o With staff and departments within NCP to deliver services  
o When required by law

Analytics) to:
